BUSINESS:  

1. Nomination and election of a Chairman.

Board Member MacCracken moved to nominate Board Member Ford as Chairperson.  Board Member Wilson seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion Passed.

2. Nomination and election of a Vice Chairman

Chairperson Ford moved to nominate Board Member London as Vice Chairperson.  Board Member MacCracken seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion Passed.

3. Discussion of Ordinance No. 10-16.

Town Manager Miller participated in a discussion of the Board’s duties as found in Ordinance No. 10-16 and Chapter 20 of the Town Code.

4. Discussion and possible action to recommend to Council recipients of financial assistance from the Town’s Economic Outreach Fund.

Discussion ensued regarding the applicants for Town funding:  the Business Chamber, the Historical Society and the Senior Center.  The reports submitted by these three non-profit organizations were reviewed and the hardships they face were considered.
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Town Manger Miller advised the Board that $8,200 was budgeted for the 2014 Town’s Economic Outreach Fund.

5. Vote to recommend to the Council selected applicants to be recipients of the financial assistance from the Town’s Economic Outreach Fund.

Board Member MacCracken did not vote as she oversees the day to day operations of the Senior Center.

Chairperson Ford moved to recommend to Council that $3,000 be given to the Historical Society, $3,000 be given to the Senior Center and $2,200 be given to the Business Chamber.  She explained her reason for the specified amounts by stating the Historical Society and the Senior Center turned in their reports each quarter, thus following the Town Code’s instruction; further, the Business Chamber supplied one yearly report after the submission period ended.  Chairperson Ford related that due to the Business Chamber’s trailer being demolished by the recent summer storm, the Business Chamber is in need of help to restore its operations.

Board Member Wilson seconded the motion.  The vote was 4 ayes and 1 abstained.  Motion Passed.

REPORTS:  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Janet Collier, the Town’s Transit Coordinator, reported on the Town’s Transit System.  She provided everyone with a copy of the Western Arizona Council of Governments (WACOG) Data Collection Report for August 2014.  The report listed statistics for August 2014, such as the number of rides, trips (the number of times one rider gets on and off the bus), hours, miles and riders.  The rider portion of the report provided a further breakdown to identify the number of elderly, disabled, and ‘other’ riders for the month.

Mrs. Collier reported on the state of current Transit funding and procedures.  She also reported on the status of the Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) grants that have been applied for and / or received; as well as, a new program entered into by the Town with WACOG to provide free rides to income-qualified elderly and disabled citizens.

Chairperson Sally Ford moved to adjourn and Board Member Wilson seconded the motion.  The vote was all in favor.  Motion Passed.
